the operative word. It took someone like
Marianne Donovan to work with the
implementation of this project. She had
volunteered for community service projects in
Brooklyn Park and Anoka. While in Anoka she
saw clients coming from Elk River and
surrounding area for food. Marianne, a member
of St. Andrews Church talked with her priest,
Father Lloyd Haupt, about the need for a
community assistance program in Elk River.

Father Haupt told her that the Elk River
Ministerial Association had been discussing this
need. One big problem stood in their way i they
could find no space for it's headquarters.

A space was found when George Dietz offered
an area in his grocery store warehouse that
CAER could use. Now action to use this area
started in earnest. The Elk River Ministerial
Association developed committees and wrote
policies for CAER to function.

Father Lloyd Haupt and Sister

Marianne Donovan's start up was spring of 1979
to July, 1980 when she left the position and
move away. During October 15 and December
15, 19797 a total of 154 people received
assistance from CAER. Mrs. Donovan said that
most of the people receiving CAER live in the
area and are mainly young families who are
either under-employeed, unemployed, or have
financial difficulties due to medical problems.

Mrs. Donovan said that most of the volunteers in
1979 and 1980 were people who had received
assistance. The prime source of funding has
been churches throughout 40 years.

Margaret Longie stepped into the Executive
Director's shoes at end of 1980. She often said
t hat
enough food to fill requests. By contrast, CAER

has developed strong community-wi de supp

In 1979 the churches gave $ 318 worth of food
and community gave $198.00. In 1988 the
churches - $13,370, the community $ 23,307.

In 1979, CAER began serving the public from
George Dietz grocery store warehouse. In
November, 1980 CAER moved to the old county
jail. Four years later, CAER moved into the
Community Center in the Lincoln School. When
Lincoln School was needed again for students

CAER moved into Masonic Lodge in October,
1987. Another move was necessary.

More room was needed. In 1992, CAER moved
into former E&O Tool and Plastics building along
Hiway 10 across from Elk River Bowl. In 1996,
CAER moved into its own building.

Now, at the 20" Anniversary in a Star News
article on Feb. 3,1999 - Gala. Mrs. Longie had
done an incredible thing. As a first time writer of
grants she optained $ 110,000 from the
McKnight Foundation to reduce the mortgage on
the building. Only $ 18,000 was needed to pay
off the it off.

Over and over again the importance of the
volunteers was mentioned in 40 years of EIk
River Star News articles. It was stated that the
volunteers are the life blood of CAER. Two of
the first volunteers who worked with Marianne
Donovan was Georgene Genck and Mayme
Barnier.ri Many of 't he
are people who have needed assistance. A lot of
our clients say that they have no money to give
but would gladly give

Marianne Donovan said at the very beginning in
1979 A We need dommubity.iTd
really make this project a success, the
community needs to feel that it is their way of
helping each other. We have to stop thinking
that it is just a few down there who are giving
things away to the poor. You never know when
